Rank in the next 15% and have a minimum 950 SAT/1030 New SAT* (combined Critical Reading/Verbal + Math) or 20 ACT

Rank in the 2nd quarter and have a minimum 1050 SAT/1130 New SAT* (combined Critical Reading/Verbal + Math) or 23 ACT

Rank in the 3rd quarter and have a minimum 1180 SAT/1250 New SAT* (combined Critical Reading/Verbal + Math) or 26 ACT

= Essay Topic B - Describe a circumstance, obstacle or conflict
in your life, and the skills and resources you used to resolve
it. Did it change you? If so, how?

= Your story

= Essay Topic C - Considering your lifetime goals, discuss
how your current and future academic and extra-curricular
activities might help you achieve your goals.

=  What can you bring to the campus?
= Are you going to do whatever it takes to reach your goals?
